July 18th: Climate Change & Stewardship of Creation: Bp. Christopher Toohey and Dr. Penny Whetton.

Bishop Toohey, the bishop of Wilcannia-Forbes and Chairman of Catholic Earthcare Australia (http://www.catholicearthcareoz.net/) has an abiding interest in the responsibility we as creatures of God have to steward creation: we cannot act today without care for others and care for the future. Bishop Toohey will present his perspectives on the meaning of stewardship of creation for us in the world today.

Dr. Penny Whetton, from the CSIRO, will present a sketch of the scientific understanding of climate change. She will show us how confident the world now is about the reality of climate change and the issues it poses. She will also point to the technology which science can bring to bear and at the same time highlight that collective action and behavioural change is required for an effective response.

Dr. Whetton is ‘Stream Leader: Climate Impacts and Risk’, the group in CSIRO which is working to unravel the potential impacts of the enhanced greenhouse effect at the local and regional level in Australia and elsewhere. Dr. Whetton has been active in research into climate change since at least 1992 so she is well qualified to inform us of what we know scientifically.

How do we respond to this new truth about our world? Let’s discuss the issue. See you there.
