Helen is the author of ‘Don’t Let Her See Me Cry’, an autobiography which tells her own story of heroin addiction and surviving the longest drug-related prison sentence ever meted out to a woman in Victoria. She is also a psychologist with years of experience in drug and alcohol counselling. Now in private practice, Helen continues to work with people with drug related issues, ‘victims of crime’, women experiencing violence and the general community. Helen is also an artist and musician who spent many years performing and song writing. In the last ten years she has devoted considerable time and energy to utilising the arts to work with young people, particularly young women in custody in the youth justice system. Through this work, Liminal Lines Incorporated has evolved, through which Helen and others with similar histories facilitate arts-based workshops with young disadvantaged people. 

Roseanne is a Daughter of Charity and the Day Centre Manager of St Mary’s House of Welcome in Fitzroy where she works with the homeless and disenfranchised. Prior to this appointment she worked with aboriginal people.
