You can access the booklet on our website at the homep-
age or alternatively a hard copy can be collected at the parish office. Holy Communion and 
Holy water will also be made available for families to celebrate this liturgy in their homes. 
Please remember to adhere to the current protocols by keeping the liturgy to the confines of 
your immediate family. If you wish to pick up the booklet, Holy Communion and Holy Wa-
ter please ring the office and we will prepare what you need. Please note that pick up times 
will be restricted to Friday between 2 and 3.30pm and Saturday between 10 to 11am. If we 
can pre-prepare what you need it will make it easier to maintain social distancing protocols. 
 
Details for future liturgies, especially the Easter Triduum and the sacrament of reconciliation 
will be made available soon. Please continue to check the website which will be updated reg-
ularly.
